Senryu is a form of Japanese short poetry similar to haiku. While haiku often focuses 
on nature, senryu tends to explore human nature, emotions, and everyday life with a 
humorous or satirical tone. 

Like haiku, senryu consists of three lines with a 5-7-5 syllable pattern.

In other languages, you do NOT have to follow the syllable rule. 

Think of it as a terse poem of three lines. 

You may enlist the help of AI too!
